Use this checklist to ensure you have all the components listed before submitting your EDGE application. Applications that do not include ALL of these items will not be reviewed.  All EDGE Grant Competition applications consist of two parts:

1) The application filled out online through the Division of Small Business portal at this link https://business.delaware.gov/services/.  You must create an account in the portal, to access the page with the EDGE application on it. 

You may start the application at any time and save it. You should not submit the application until you have uploaded each of the following items

· Copy of State of Delaware Business License (cannot be expired, cannot be city license)
· Income Statement
· Balance Sheet
· Project Budget
· Proposal (see below for details) 

2) A project proposal with each of the items below. You can download the proposal template at this link: https://business.delaware.gov/edge-resources/. Make sure to select the correct one – either Entrepreneur or STEM. 

Proposal format requirements:

· Font: Times New Roman, 12 point
· Spacing: Double-spaced
· Length: 20 Pages (Maximum)
· Sections
· Key Sections
· Introduction & Company Background
· Business Need
· Return on Investment
· Competitive Advantage Gained
· Community Impact
